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Food Security and Poverty

Introduction

In accordance with European Commission Matrix on Policy Reform of Memorandum of
Understanding on Food Security Program in the Republic of Tajikistan the decision about
preparation and publishing of Quarterly Food Security Bulletin was made to ensure system of
reliable operative information and analysis of current food security situation in the Republic of
Tajikistan. The Bulletin is being published on Tajik, Russian, and English languages on quarterly
basis, starting from 2005.

“Food security presumes that all people have access, at all time, to sufficient food
required for an active and healthy life. Food security also means physical availability
of food in sufficient quantities, accessibility of those foodstuffs for households
(through the market and other sources, that suppose sufficient purchasing power), as
well as consumption of food in quantities required for satisfying of nutritional needs”.

The main indicators covered by the Bulletin are production of food, food availability and
accessibility, areas under crops, agricultural production and productivity, main climatic
conditions, health indicators, water supply, prices, and quantitative indicators reflecting situation
on food market.

The Appendices to the Bulletin show indicators of Poverty Reduction Strategy Paper,
information on nutritional status of various socio-economic groups of the population.

The presented Quarterly Food Security Information Bulletin of Tajikistan was prepared by
the Statistical Agency under President of the Republic of Tajikistan with participation of key
Ministries and Departments (Ministry of Finance, Ministry of Health and Social Protection of
Population, Ministry of Labor, Migration and Employment, Ministry of Education and Science,
Ministry of Transport, Hydrometeorological Agency under the Committee for Nature and
Forestry Protection of the Republic of Tajikistan, etc.).

The publication is intended both for specialists and all interested persons.

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OVERVIEW

According to preliminary estimates, Gross Domestic Product (GDP) for January-
June 2015 was valued at 19158.7 million somoni, and increased by 6.4% as
compared to the similar period of 2014 (in constant prices)

The value of gross agricultural output in January - June 2015 in all categories of
farms increased by 6.9% (in comparable prices) as compared to the similar period
of 2014 and amounted to 4969.3 min.somoni, of which: plant products— 2817.3
min.somoni (increased by 9.5%), and animal products — 2152 mln.somoni
(increased by 3.8%).

In January — June 2015, farms of all categories produced 63481 tons of meat
(slaughtered) (or 104.9% as compared to the similar period of the previous year)
and 327463 tons of milk (102.5%).

In January - June 2015, the imports of food products increased by 2.7% as
compared to January - June 2014, of which the import of wheat increased by 6.4%,
sugar and pastry — by 33.7%, potato — by 88.5%, and vegetables —2.8 times. At the
same time, the imports of milk and dairy products decreased by 23.6%, eggs — by
50.0%, flour - by 17.8%, fruits and berries — by 16.2%, tea — by 45.5%, vegetable
oil — by 0.5%, spaghetti, noodles, elbow and other products — by 55.6%.

In January - June 2015, the highest increase in prices was registered for carrot (1.8
times), apples (by 38.6%), cabbage (by 23.2%), sand sugar (by 12.4%), animal oil
(by 10.3%), rice (by 9.7%), light wheat flour (by 8.5%), pasta (by 8.4%), cotton oil
(by 8.1%), and buckwheat (by 7.9%). At the same time, a decrease in prices was
registered for cucumber (by 56.0%), onion (by 48.1%), tomato (by 26.6%), beef
(by 4.5%), mutton (by 3.9%), and milk (by 2.3%).

According to preliminary estimates, the labour force (employed and officially
registered unemployed) in June 2015 was estimated at 2289.0 thsd.persons, of them
2231.9 thsd.persons (97.5%) were occupied in the economy, and 57.1 thsd.persons
(2.5% of labour force) had official status of unemployed.

In January - June 2015, 9.9 thsd.persons were on leave on initiative of
administration, of them 6.8 thsd.persons (68.1%) were on leave without pay. 0.5
thsd. persons were working during incomplete working week / working day.
Unemployment rate, including hidden unemployment, reached 2.9% of the total
labour force, and decreased by 0.2% as compared to January - June 2014.

The most important sources of cash incomes of households in the first half of 2015
continued to remain labor incomes (57.9%) and receipts from sales of agricultural
products (6.0%).

In January - June 2015, consumption of bread and bread products in all regions of
Tajikistan was on average to 72.3 kg per one household member.

Increase of real wages and salaries (deflated by the CPI) in June 2015 made up
14.5% as compared to May 2015; as compared to June 2014, the real wages and

salaries increased by 1.7%. In January - March 2015, real wages and salaries
decreased by 0.6% as compared to the similar period of 2014. Real wages and
salaries in January - June 2015 increased by 0.01% as compared to the similar
period of 2014.

e In June 2015, the lowest wages and salaries in real sector were observed in
agriculture, hunting, and forestry (247.02 somoni), as well as fishery (453.36
somoni).

e As of the end of June 2015, the total arrears in salary payments for the republic
(inclusive of arrears for previous years) amounted to 20936.5 thsd. somoni, of
which the arrears for January - June 2015 accounted for 43.0% (8998.7
thsd.somoni).

e The highest arrears in salary payments in real sectors remain in agriculture,
hunting, and forestry (7263.7 thsd.somoni or 34.7% of total arrears), in processing
industry (5615.8 thsd.somoni or 26.8%), in mining industry and quarry mining
(3906.8 thsd.somoni or 18.7%), and in energy, gas, and water supply industries
(1893.9 thsd.somoni or 9.0%).
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CHAPTER 1. SOCIO-ECONOMIC INDICATORS

The below socio-economic indicators depict overall economic situation in the country,
required for analysis of food security situation.

1.1 GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

According to preliminary estimates, Gross Domestic Product (GDP) for January-June 2015
was valued at 19158.7 million somoni, and increased by 6.4% as compared to the similar period
of 2014 (in constant prices).

The biggest impact was due to increase of production in trade, agriculture, and services.

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1.2 Price and Tariff Indices

In June 2015, consumer price index constituted 100.1%, of which for foodstuff — 99.3%,
non-food products and paid services to population — 101.2%.

In January — June 2015, consumer price index constituted 102.6%, of which for foodstuff —
103.1%, non-food products — 101.7%, and paid services to population — 102.8%.

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In January — June 2015, the increase of prices of foods outpaced those of non-foods.
More detailed information on prices of food is available in the section 3 “Access to food”.

1.3 Foreign trade

In January - June 2015, foreign trade turnover of the Republic of Tajikistan was valued at 2009.1
million USD, decreasing by 562.4 min. USD (or 21.9%) as compared to January - June 2014.
The gap between exports and imports determined the deficit of trade balance valued at —1140.3
million USD. Tajikistan had foreign trade operations with 78 countries, of which 10 CIS
countries and 68 far abroad countries.

About 48.9% (982.0 mIn.USD) of foreign trade turnover falls on the CIS countries, and 51.1%
(1027.1 mIn.USD) falls on other countries of the world. The deficit of trade balance with CIS
countries constituted —749.3 million USD, with other countries of the world —391.1 million USD.

In January - June 2015, the volume of exports amounted to 434.4 mIn.USD and decreased by
7.9% (or 37.2 mIn.USD) as compared to January - June 2014. The volume of imports decreased
by 25.0% (or 525.2 mIn.USD) and amounted to 1574.7 mIn.USD
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Major plant products in exports were fruits (16275.3 thsd.USD) and vegetables (7961.6
thsd.USD), while in imports it were wheat (112997.3 thsd.USD) and flour (34875.9 thsd.USD).

1.4 Labor market

According to preliminary estimates, the labour force® (employed and officially registered
unemployed) in June 2015 was estimated at 2289.0 thsd.persons, of them 2231.9 thsd.persons
(97.5%) were occupied in the economy, and 57.1 thsd.persons (2.5% of labour force) had official
status of unemployed.

As of the end of June 2015, the total number of unemployed registered by employment agencies
of the Ministry of Labor, Migration and Employment amounted to 57.1 thsd. persons, decreasing
by 2.5% as compared to May 2015. Females accounted for 53.7% of total number of registered
unemployed (30.6 thsd.persons). The registered unemployment rate was 2.5% of the total labour
force.

As of the end of June 2015, the majority of registered unemployed were persons without
professional qualification or those who lost qualification due to long break in activity (49.8 thsd.
persons or 87.3% of the total number of registered unemployed). Besides, about 63.8% of the
registered unemployed have complete or incomplete secondary education (36.4 thsd. persons).
The above factors make the process of their employment more difficult.

Hidden unemployment means underemployment, when a part of workers are on forced leaves or
work during incomplete working week / working day due to downtime. In January - June 2015,
9.9 thsd.persons were on leave on initiative of administration, of them 6.8 thsd.persons (68.1%)
were on leave without pay. 0.5 thsd. persons were working during incomplete working week /
working day. Unemployment rate, including hidden unemployment, reached 2.9% of the total
labour force, and decreased by 0.2% as compared to January - June 2014,

Real wages and salaries in January - June 2015 increased by 0.01% as compared to the similar
period of 2014,

In June 2015, the lowest wages and salaries in real sector were observed in agriculture, hunting,
and forestry (247.02 somoni), as well as fishery (453.36 somoni). The highest wages and salaries
in real sector were observed in construction (2057.58 somoni), mining industry and quarry
mining (1861.75 somoni), energy, gas, and water supply industries (1459.84 somoni). The
average monthly salary in real sector in June 2015 was 733.06 somoni, increasing by 18.1% as
compared to June 2014.

In service sector, the highest salaries were observed in the area of financial intermediation
(2078.18 somoni), transport, warehousing, and communication (1939.65 somoni), and hotel and
restaurant businesses (1027.64 somoni). The average monthly salary in the service sector in
June 2015 was 1123.10 somoni, increasing by 2.8% as compared to June 2014.

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As of the end of June 2015, the total arrears in salary payments for the republic (inclusive of
arrears for previous years) amounted to 20936.5 thsd. somoni, of which the arrears for January -
June 2015 accounted for 43.0% (8998.7 thsd.somoni).

The highest arrears in salary payments in real sectors remain in agriculture, hunting, and forestry
(7263.7 thsd.somoni or 34.7% of total arrears), in processing industry (5615.8 thsd.somoni or
26.8%), in mining industry and quarry mining (3906.8 thsd.somoni or 18.7%), and in energy,
gas, and water supply industries (1893.9 thsd.somoni or 9.0%).

CHAPTER II. AVAILABILITY OF FOOD

Availability refers to the physical presence of food as a result of domestic production or market
operations. On country level availability of food is determined by combination of food stocks,
commercial imports, food aid and domestic production. The availability is also determined by
the following elements: weather conditions, crop yield, livestock and productivity, producer
prices for food, food prices in neighboring countries, as well as national policy defining
production, trade, distribution and pricing.

2.1. Growth in agricultural production

The value of gross agricultural output in January - June 2015 in all categories of farms increased
by 6.9% (in comparable prices) as compared to the similar period of 2014 and amounted to
4969.3 min.somoni, of which: plant products— 2817.3 min.somoni (increased by 9.5%), and
animal products — 2152 mln.somoni (increased by 3.8%).
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2.1.1. Outlook for agricultural production

Climate influence on crop production

April. April was characterized by decreased air temperature with rains. The average monthly air
temperature in the most valleys of the republic was within the norm, except for Sogd oblast
(below the norm by 1-2 degrees), as follows: +13+18 degrees in valleys and piedmonts, +4+11
degrees in mountains (+15 degrees above zero in Darvaz), and -3+1 degrees in high mountain
areas.

The lowest air temperature (+6+11 degrees) was recorded on 1-2, 18-20, and 26-30 April; in
Sogd oblast the air temperature fell to -3+3 starting from 1 April. The warmest weather was
recorded on 8-9, 11-14 and 22-25 April: +28+35 degrees in valleys of RRS and Khatlon oblast,
+28+32 degrees during day-time in valleys of Sogd oblast. The average daily air temperature
during these periods exceeded the last years’ values.

Increase of water content in rivers of the republic was observed. The average water discharge in
most rivers of the republic was below and within the norm (60-110%).

During the month, water content of Nurek reservoir increased by 0.099 min.m3 and amounted to
6141 min.m3, which is lower by 0.020 min.m3 than the level of the previous year. Water level
in Kairakum reservoir increased and amounted to 3478 min.m3, which is higher by 0.020
min.m3 than the level of the previous year.

May was characterized by intensive rains and change in air temperature. The average monthly
air temperature throughout the republic was above the norm by 1-1.7 degrees, as follows:
+20+24 degrees in valleys, +16+20 degrees in piedmonts, +8+15 degrees in mountains (+18
degrees in Darvoz), and +4+6 degrees in high mountain areas.

The lowest air temperature was recorded on 1, 17, and 24-25 May, when air temperature in
valleys fell to +18+23 degrees at day-time and +8+12 degrees at nights. During these days, the
average daily air temperature was below the last year values - by 3-7 degrees.

The warmest weather was recorded on 5-8, 14-16 and 27-31 May with average daily air
temperature at +33+37 degrees (within the norm).

The average monthly water discharge of the most rivers was within the norm (85-198%) and
below the last year’s values (39-75%).

June. June was characterized by warm weather conditions. In some regions, the average monthly
air temperature exceeded the norm by 1-1.5 degrees.
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The highest air temperature was recorded on 6-8, 11-13, 17-22 and 28-30 June (+38+43
degrees). The lowest air temperature was observed on 9, 14-15, and 25-27 June (decreasing by 6-
8 degrees and reaching +30+35 degrees in valleys).

Increase of water content in rivers of the republic was observed. The average water discharge in
most rivers of the republic was within and above the norm (98-135%), except for Sirdarya,
Karatag, Gund, and Yahsu rivers (34-87% of the norm).

In January - June 2015, farms of all categories produced 547147 tons of grains (production
increased by 12.2% as compared to the similar period of the previous year), 163543 tons of
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potato (by 19.2%), 411160 of vegetables (by 18.1%), 145497 tons of melons, and 1232 tons of
grapes (by 81.7%).

Spring crops

As of 1 July 2014, agricultural crops were sown by agricultural enterprises and dehkan farms on
the area of 830495 ha (increasing by 2012 ha or 0.2% as compared to the similar date of 2014);
of them cereal crops were sown on the area of 422901 ha or 50.9% (increasing by 3.2% as
compared to the similar period of the previous year), industrial crops — on 188627 ha or 22.7%
(decreasing by 9.2%), including cotton — on 159642 ha (decreasing by 10.1%), potato — on
39770 ha or 4.8% (increasing by 9.6%), vegetables — on 55412 ha or 6.7% (increasing by
14.1%), melons — on 21350 ha or 2.6% (increasing by 10.1%), and feed crops — on 102387 ha or
12.3% (decreasing by 4%).

Out of total sown areas, 14.6% or 121526 ha belong to agricultural enterprises, 64.3% or 534026
ha — to dehkan farms, and 21.1% or 174943 ha — to population.

2.1.3. Livestock production

As of 1 July 2015, a number of cattle in farms of all categories amounted to 2163.1 thsd.heads
(increasing by 63.3 thsd.heads or 3.0% as compared to the similar date of the previous year).
Number of sheep and goats increased by 155.9 thsd.heads or 3.0%, amounting to 5303.5
thsd.heads. About 92.6% of cattle and 80.9% of sheep and goats belong to population’ farm
businesses.

A number of cattle in farms of GBAO increased by 3.4%, Sogd oblast — by 5.0%, Khatlon oblast
— by 2.5%, and RRS - by 1.7%.

In January- June of 2015, the imports of wheat increased by 6.4% as compared to the similar
period of the previous year.

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The given graphs show that the changes in retail prices are higher than in producer’s ones. This
trend is specific for all types of agricultural products (see Appendices 3 and 4).

2.3. Trade in basic foodstuffs

Share of food products in the total volume of exports of Tajikistan accounted for 3.4% and 4.0%
in January - June of 2014 and 2015, respectively. The share of food products in the total volume
of imports was well higher and accounted for 18.4% and 25.1%, respectively.

The major food products imported to the Republic of Tajikistan were wheat and flour (the
greatest share), as well as sugar, vegetable oil, vegetables, fruits, potato, flour products
(macaroni, noodles, bread, cakes, pastries), dairy products, eggs, tea and others.

In January - June 2015, the imports of food products increased by 2.7% as compared to January -
June 2014, of which the import of wheat increased by 6.4%, sugar and pastry — by 33.7%, potato
— by 88.5%, and vegetables —2.8 times.

At the same time, the imports of milk and dairy products decreased by 23.6%, eggs — by 50.0%,
flour - by 17.8%, fruits and berries — by 16.2%, tea — by 45.5%, vegetable oil — by 0.5%,
spaghetti, noodles, elbow and other products — by 55.6%.

2.4. Availability of food per capita

The availability of food per capita is calculated using a food balance. A food balance shows for
each basic food commodity, the total physical availability and utilization of that foodstuff over a
given period of time, usually 1 year. Total physical availability is the sum of stocks at the
beginning of the period, production and imports of that commodity in a given period of time.
Total utilization covers use for human consumption + use as animal seed + seed + losses +
exports + stocks at the end of the period. In any one period, the availability and utilization of the
same commodity must balance. Drawn up over a succession of years, food balances usually
reveal a trend in total availability, imports, exports, and the availability of food for human
consumption and for feed use. Dividing the annual amount of food available for human
consumption by the population gives a key indicator of availability: the average availability of
food per capita per year. This measure of food availability is a national average, which takes no
account of households’ access (i.e. ability to produce, purchase or otherwise obtain) to food.

CHAPTER I11. ACCESS TO FOOD

Access to food refers to the ability of households to obtain adequate safe and appropriate
foods to meet their needs for a healthy and active life. Access can be through production
for own consumption, market purchases or donations / transfers.

3.1. Consumer prices

In June 2015, the highest increase in prices was registered for pea (by 5.5%), sand sugar
(by 3.9%), rice and milk (by 2.1%), chocolate sweets (by 1.4%), light wheat flour (by 0.8%),
cotton oil (by 0.7%), and beef (by 0.5%). At the same time, a decrease in prices was registered
for cucumber (by 32.5%), cabbage (by 29.6%), tomatoes (by 29.0%), onion (by 23.9%), carrot
(by 4.1%), buckwheat (by 2.0%), eggs (by 1.4%), and mutton (by 0.8%); please see Table 8 and
Appendix 4 for details.

In January - June 2015, the highest increase in prices was registered for carrot (1.8 times),
apples (by 38.6%), cabbage (by 23.2%), sand sugar (by 12.4%), animal oil (by 10.3%), rice (by
9.7%), light wheat flour (by 8.5%), pasta (by 8.4%), cotton oil (by 8.1%), and buckwheat (by
7.9%). At the same time, a decrease in prices was registered for cucumber (by 56.0%), onion (by
48.1%), tomato (by 26.6%), beef (by 4.5%), mutton (by 3.9%), and milk (by 2.3%).

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Potatoes. Retail prices of potatoes are subject to seasonal fluctuations and also to
fluctuations in supply and demand. The highest seasonal price is normally recorded in the second
quarter of each year, prior to the first new harvest. In March 2015, the price of potato was 2.67
somoni per kg, decreasing by 3% as compared to March 2014; by June 2015, the price of potato
fell to 1.73 somoni per kg (see Graph 7).

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Flour. In 2013 the price of flour was continuously decreasing. In April 2014, the price of flour
started to increase and reached 2.80 somoni per kg by the end of June 2014, 2.88 somoni in
September 2014, 3.19 somoni per kg in December 2014, 3.33 somoni per kg in March 2015, and
3.43 somoni per kg in June 2015 (see Graph 8).

3.2. Incomes and expenditures

The source of information on household incomes and expenditures are the Household Budget
Surveys. Starting from January 2009, the surveys are being conducted on a quarterly basis with
coverage of 3000 households; while in 2008, the surveys were conducted monthly with coverage
of 925 households. The following information is being collected: demographic information /
family composition; housing and infrastructure; consumption, including domestically
manufactured items; economic activity in both agricultural and non-agricultural sectors.
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3.2.1. Incomes

In 2014, the per capita cash income was 276.38 somoni per a month, increasing by 0.2% as
compared to 2013. In January — June 2015, the real per capita cash income was 255.17 somoni
per a month, decreasing by 3.3% as compared to January - June 2014 (See Table 9).

The most important sources of cash incomes of households in the first half of 2015 continued to
remain labor incomes (57.9%) and receipts from sales of agricultural products (6.0%). The gap
between the average incomes of the highest and the lowest deciles amounted to 13.8 times.

3.2.2. Expenditures

In the first half of 2014 and 2015, the average expenditures of population have risen mainly due
to increase in prices (see Appendix 8 and Graph 9).

In the reporting period, the gap between expenditures of the highest and the lowest deciles was
3.2 times.

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3.3. Poverty in the Republic of Tajikistan

Poverty and food & nutrition insecurity are closely related and form a vicious circle. Food and
nutrition insecurity is defined as AWhen pec
and nutritious food for normal growth and development and an active and healthy life. It may be

caused by the unavailability of food, insufficient purchasing power, inappropriate distribution,

or inadequate use of food at the household level. Food insecurity, poor conditions of health and

sanitation, and inappropriate care and feeding practice are the major causes of poor nutritional

status. Food insecurity may be chronic (persistent), seasonal or transitory.
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3.3.1 Living Standards Improvement Strategy of Tajikistan for 2013-2015

Even though the “Living Standards Improvement Strategy of Tajikistan for 2013-2015” years is
a concluding phase of a decade of implementation of the “National Development Strategy of the
Republic of Tajikistan up to 2015, it considers many issues related to achievement of many
strategic objectives, such as reform of public administration, maintaining rule of law,
demographic projection and planning, regulation of labour migration, development of private
sector, supporting middle class.

The Government of the Republic of Tajikistan has specified its national priorities in these
strategic papers and its actions are directed to achieve these strategic objectives as well as the
Millennium Development Goals (MDGS).

Drawing on lessons learned from the implementation of the PRS-3 for 2010-2012, a number of
necessary actions and amendments were introduced to the Living Standards Improvement
Strategy for 2013-2015. For example, for enhancing the coordination among ministries and
agencies, local governments and international organizations, the needed changes for the
monitoring system of the new strategy were introduced. The actions of this strategy became
more focused with concrete, measurable and realistic indicators and the number of actions and
indicators was reduced compared to previous strategies.

In order to ensure an effective implementation of the “Living Standards Improvement Strategy of
Tajikistan for 2013-2015” poverty reduction shall include lifting the poor into the middle class.

Other aims include improving the well-being of the population and their standards of living,
reducing the poverty rate, increasing the middle-class and developing the social and economic
sectors.

The concept of the middle class has been widely discussed in international social, economic and
political debates during recent years. The sustainable development of the middle-class in the
country would guarantee economic and social development, ensure effective management
practices in all sectors, promote modern reforms and implement the country’s national and
strategic priorities

In aspiring to the middle class, individuals will attempt to save money, and will pursue
secondary and higher education. They will be capable of supporting the state government, the
rule of law, rights to property, infrastructure, and quality education as well as a sustainable
economy.

Therefore, rapid and sustainable growth of the middle-class depends on economic development
and poverty reduction.

The common indicator of the middle class is based on an average consumption level in Eastern
European and Central Asian countries. The livelihood indicators, based on per capita
consumption, are consolidated and identified through surveys of household budgets in Eastern
European and Central Asian countries, thus showing the expenditure ratio in these countries.

Gross consumption indicators in all these countries are reflected in a single system of welfare
measures using calculation coefficients in proportion to international purchasing power. Based
on consumption distribution of households to relevant equal groups in all countries of Eastern
Europe, a household is set as indicator limit identifying the middle class.
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Consequently, the international middle class is defined as representing a household whose per
capita daily expenditure is valued at US$5.6 to US$11.6 in terms of purchase power parity
(PPP).

With regard to the globally accepted common indicator of middle-class status and based on the
consumption gap in Eastern European and Central Asian countries, the middle-class population
in Tajikistan is calculated by using relevant calculation coefficients in relation to PPP, and the
marginal indicator of the middle class is calculated in national currency.

The main monitoring indicators of the “Living Standards Improvement Strategy of Tajikistan for
2013-2015” are given in Appendix 2.

3.4. Food insecurity: households spending more than 50% of expenditures on food

Food insecurity means a situation when people have no regular physical, economic or social
access to adequate quantities of qualitative and safe food required for their nutrition, which
meets their preferences for an active and healthy life.

In 2014, share of expenditures for food in the structure of the total household’s expenditures in
urban area decreased by 0.8% as compared to 2013; in rural areas it increased by 0.8%. Share of
expenditures for food among households having 3 and more children also increased by 1.7%,
while among pensioners it increased by 1.4%.

In the first half of 2015, share of expenditures for food in the structure of the total household’s
expenditures in urban area increased by 0.1% as compared to the first half of 2014; in rural areas
it increased by 2.6%. Share of expenditures for food among households having 3 and more
children also increased by 1.4%, while among pensioners this indicator decreased by 4.2% (see
Table 10).

CHAPTER IV. USE AND UTILIZATION

Use of food refers to the selection, composition, preparation and allocation of food within the
family. Utilization of food refers to the ability of human body to take and use food within the
body. Food consumption covers knowledge of appropriate diets, and proper allocation of food
within the family. The ability of the body to utilize food is affected by its state of health and
access to clean drinking water, access to basic health services, etc. The ultimate measure of
food security is the nutritional status of the population.

4.1. Consumption of food products by the population

One of the measurements of food and nutritional insecurity is the calculation of daily calorie
intake per one household member. In 2014, the average daily calorie intake per one household
member was 2280.14 Kcal per capita against 2277.45 Kcal per capita in 2013, which was
slightly above the recommendations of the World Health Organization (WHO) (2100 Kcal per a
day). In the first half of 2015, the average daily calorie intake per one household member was
2289.29 Kcal per capita against 2181.37 Kcal per capita in the first half of 2014.

In January - June 2015, consumption of bread and bread products in all regions of Tajikistan was
on average to 72.3 kg per one household member. In January - June 2015, the average
consumption of potato in Tajikistan amounted to 16.3 kg per capita, vegetables and melons —
41.1 kg, milk and dairy products — 36.5 kg, meat and meat products — 6.1 kg, vegetable oil —6.9
kg, eggs — 37 pieces, sugar and confectionery —6.2 kg, and fruits — 10.4 kg. In the total structure
of household’s expenditures for food, bread and bread products occupies the first place (34.3%).

It should be noted that the consumption of food products varies by decile groups of the
population. Thus, in January - June 2015, the average per capita consumption of potatoes in 10%
most well-off population group exceeded that in 10% least well-of population group by 40%,
meat and meat products — 2.9 times, eggs — 2.0 times, fruits — 2.7 times.

In January — June 2015, incidence of infection diseases among population decreased by 10.9% as
compared to January — June 2014. Cases of acute enteric infections accounted for 69.4% of the
total number of infection diseases, acute viral hepatitis — 4.5%. As compared to the similar
period of the previous year, the number of cases of acute enteric infections decreased by 12%,
acute viral hepatitis — by 16%, parasitic diseases — by 28.9%, and brucellosis — by 6.5%. At the
same time, the number of cases of bacterial dysentery increased by 6.8%, typhoid fever — by
60%, and tuberculosis — by 120%.

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In the second quarter of 2015, 67.3% of all cases of infection deceases fell on children
aged 0-14. Cases of acute enteric infections accounted for 80.8% of the total number of infection
diseases among children aged 0-14; as compared to the similar period of the previous year, a
number of the registered cases of acute enteric infections decreased by 20.1%,

As compared to the second quarter of the previous year, a number of the registered cases of
acute viral hepatitis among children aged 0-14 decreased by 14.3%, parasitic diseases — by 77%.
At the same time, a number of the registered cases of tuberculosis increased by 14.5%, bacterial
dysentery — by 28.4%, brucellosis — by 80%.

4.2.2. Birth, mortality, and natural population growth rates

In January — June 2015, offices of civil registration registered 107.6 thsd. births® (births
registered within the stipulated period, excluding re-registration of births for the previous years)
and 17.3 thsd. deaths, of which 1.4 thsd. deaths fell on the children below 1 year.

According to preliminary estimates, the average birth and mortality rates amounted to 25.7 and
4.1 per 1000 population, respectively.

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In January — June 2015, increase in the number of registered births was observed in all regions of
the republic, except for GBAO. The number of births registered within the statutory period in
Sogd oblast increased by 5.8% amounting to 29.7 thsd. births, in Khatlon oblast — by 4.5% (42.7
thsd.births), in Dushanbe — by 6.8% (6.7 thsd.births), in RRS — by 1.5% (26.2 thsd.births). The
number of births registered within the statutory period in GBAO decreased by 3.7% (2.3 thsd.
births).

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In January — June 2015, the total number of registered deaths was 17.3 thsd., increasing by 5.8%
as compared to the similar period of the previous year. Increase in the number of registered
deaths (as compared to January - June 2014) was observed in GBAO (by 20.1%, 632 deaths),
Khatlon oblast (by 8.5%, 5.8 thsd. deaths), Dushanbe (by 2.5%, 1.3 thsd. deaths), and RRS (by
11.9%, 3.7 thsd. deaths). The total number of registered deaths in Sogd oblast decreased by 0.8%
(5.8 thsd. deaths).

According to preliminary estimates, the natural population growth in January — June 2015 was
90.3 thsd.persons (21.6 persons per 1000 population) and increased by 3.7% as compared to
January — June 2014.

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METHODOLOGY
1. Methodology of food security analysis

“Food and nutrition security is achieved if adequate food (quantity, safety, quality, social -
cultural acceptance) is available and accessible for and satisfactory used and utilized by all
individuals at all time to live a healthy and active life”.

Availability physical existence of quantitatively and qualitatively adequate and safe food
items.

Access: all households and household members have sufficient resources to obtain
appropriate food (through production, purchase or donation)

Use and utilization: adequate knowledge, health and sanitation to enable the human
body to digest and utilize that food

Stability: continuous ensuring of availability of, access to and appropriate use and
utilization of food. If not, individuals will suffer from chronic or transitory food insecurity

All four dimensions need to be fulfilled if there is to be food and nutrition security. As
individuals and households live in a society, the 4 dimensions of FNS need to co-exist at all
levels, from the individual and household level (micro level), to the community (village, rayon,
oblast) level, representing the meso level, and the nation and global level (macro level).

To monitor food security it is necessary to select relevant indicators and to measure these
indicators at regular intervals.
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2. Food balance methodology
Food balances for basic foodstuffs are compiled in natural terms.

In the course of the compilation of the food balance, the closing stocks as of December 31
in one year become the opening stocks on January 1 in the following year. With regard to
imports and exports of products, the official data was used, in respect of production -
preliminary data.

Seed use is calculated on areas sown with agricultural crops as well as actual amount of
seeds used for 1 ha. The calculation of lost was made according to the official norms.

In order to determine the number of eggs for the incubation the actual number of poultry
offspring as well as norms on the number of chicken from the eggs laid for incubation.

The calculation of the volume of food products consumed by population as well as expenses
on animal feeding was based on the data obtained during the survey of 3000 households. The
calculation of meat consumption also included the meat consumed in the course of observing
national traditions (funeral, weddings, religious feasts, etc.)
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Glossary

The unemployed- people of 16 and more who during period under review had no job (profitable
occupation); were in search for a job i.e. applied to public employment offices or used alternative
ways of job finding as well as were ready to start working.

Gross Domestic Product (GDP)- a general indicator of economic activity which is calculated in
basic and market prices (nhominal GDP) and in comparable prices (real GDP).

Consumer price index on goods and paid services to the population (CPI)- characterizes the
change in the general price level for goods and services over time. The index measures the
correlation of the value of actually set of goods and services during the given period to the value
thereof during the basic period.

Average nominal monthly salary is calculated by dividing actually accrued salary fund to the
staff and part-time employees by the number used for the calculation of average salary and
number of months in a year during corresponding period.

Average daily per capita calorie intake measure the calories in the consumed food products per
one household member as well as chemical composition in protein and fats.

Official unemployment rate- the ratio of people officially registered as unemployed to the
number of economically active population, expressed in per cent.

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Appendix 1
Review of meteorological conditions on the territory of
the Republic of Tajikistan in the second quarter of 2015

Meteorological conditions

April. April was characterized by decreased air temperature with rains. The average monthly air
temperature in the most valleys of the republic was within the norm, except for Sogd oblast
(below the norm by 1-2 degrees), as follows: +13+18 degrees in valleys and piedmonts, +4+11
degrees in mountains (+15 degrees above zero in Darvaz), and -3+1 degrees in high mountain
areas.

The lowest air temperature (+6+11 degrees) was recorded on 1-2, 18-20, and 26-30 April; in
Sogd oblast the air temperature fell to -3+3 starting from 1 April. The warmest weather was
recorded on 8-9, 11-14 and 22-25 April: +28+35 degrees in valleys of RRS and Khatlon oblast,
+28+32 degrees during day-time in valleys of Sogd oblast. The average daily air temperature
during these periods exceeded the last years’ values.

Rains were observed during 7-12 days in valleys and piedmonts, and 7-9 days in mountainous
regions. Heavy rains were observed on 1 April; the total amount of precipitations on 1 April was
27 mm in Dushanbe, 55 mm in Tavildara region, 45 mm in Khovaling, 43 mm in Gissar, 42 mm
in Muminobad, 40 mm in Rasht, 32 mm in Faizabad, 28 mm in Yavan, 30 mm in Darband. The
total amount of precipitations on 26 April was 42 mm in Dushanb, 43 mm in Yavan region, 56
mm in Gissar, 37 mm in Khushera, 32 mm in Bustonobod, and 33 mm in Lyakhsh. The total
amount of precipitations in most regions of the republic was mainly below the norm, as follows:
43-85% of the norm in Khatlon oblast, 28-95% of the norm in Sogd Oblast, 39-125% in RRS,
102-163% in the western part of GBAO, and 12-126% in the eastern part of GBAO. At the same
time, the total amount of precipitation in a number of regions exceeded the norm, as follows:
217% of the norm Ishkashim, 125% in Gissar and Rushan, 163% in Khorog, 187% in Lyakhsh,
178% in Navabad, and 126% in Bulunkul.

May was characterized by intensive rains and change in air temperature. The average monthly
air temperature throughout the republic was above the norm by 1-1.7 degrees, as follows:
+20+24 degrees in valleys, +16+20 degrees in piedmonts, +8+15 degrees in mountains (+18
degrees in Darvoz), and +4+6 degrees in high mountain areas.

The lowest air temperature was recorded on 1, 17, and 24-25 May, when air temperature in
valleys fell to +18+23 degrees at day-time and +8+12 degrees at nights. During these days, the
average daily air temperature was below the last year values - by 3-7 degrees.

The warmest weather was recorded on 5-8, 14-16 and 27-31 May with average daily air
temperature at +33+37 degrees (within the norm).

Rains were observed during 6-13 days in mountains and high mountain regions. The total
amount of precipitation was mainly within the norm and amounted to: 98-258% of the norm in
Khatlon oblast (59% of the norm in the southern part of the region), 93-200% of the norm in
Sogd Oblast), 37-90% in RRS, 83-120% in the southern slope of Gissar range, 60-126% of the
norm in the western part of GBAO, and 5-27% in the eastern part of GBAO.
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The heaviest rains and glazed rains were registered during few days of the month, as follows:

e 8 May: total daily amount of precipitation was 26 mm in Pendjikent and 18 mm in
Mayhura;

e 9 May: 28 mm in Darband, 43 mm in Bustonobod, 37 mm in hovaling, 21 mm in
Dehvaz, 27 mm in hushera, 39 mm in Dangara, 29 mm in Rasht, 20 mm in Yavan,
and 46 mm in Muminobad;

e 12 May: 36 mm in Khushera and 28 mm in Yavan;

e 13 May: 22 mm in Dangara;

e 17 May: 37 mm in Tavildara, 32 mm in Bustonobad, 44 mm in Muminobad;
e 24 May: 29 mm in Rasht, 35 mm | Kalai Labi-b, and 31 mm in Khovaling.

June. June was characterized by warm weather conditions. In some regions, the average
monthly air temperature exceeded the norm by 1-1.5 degrees.

The highest air temperature was recorded on 6-8, 11-13, 17-22 and 28-30 June (+38+43
degrees). The lowest air temperature was observed on 9, 14-15, and 25-27 June (decreasing by 6-
8 degrees and reaching +30+35 degrees in valleys).

The total amount of precipitations on the most part of the republic was below the norm: 25-92%
of the norm in Khatlon oblast, 31-105% in RRS, 43-115% in Sogd oblast, and 16-114% in
GBAO. At the same time, tThe total amount of precipitations in Dehavz, Darvoz, Murgab, and
Dushanbe exceeded the norm (156-194%).

Hydrological conditions

April. Increase of water content in rivers of the republic was observed. The average water
discharge in most rivers of the republic was below and within the norm (60-110%).

During the month, water content of Nurek reservoir increased by 0.099 mIn.m3 and amounted to
6141 min.m3, which is lower by 0.020 mIn.m3 than the level of the previous year. Water level
in Kairakum reservoir increased and amounted to 3478 min.m3, which is higher by 0.020
mln.m3 than the level of the previous year. Forecast accuracy was 30%.

May. The average monthly water discharge of the most rivers was within the norm (85-198%)
and below the last year’s values (39-75%).

During the month, water content of Nurek reservoir increased by 1.06 min.m3 and amounted to
7761 min.m3, which is lower by 0.661 min.m3 than the level of the previous year. Water level
in Kairakum reservoir increased and amounted to 3497 min.m3, which is higher by 0.078
min.m3 than the level of the previous year. Water content of Sarez lake decreased by 38 sm.
Forecast accuracy was 64%.

June. Increase of water content in rivers of the republic was observed. The average water
discharge in most rivers of the republic was within and above the norm (98-135%), except for
Sirdarya, Karatag, Gund, and Yahsu rivers (34-87% of the norm).
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During the month, water content of Nurek reservoir increased by 1.049 min.m3 and amounted to
8810 mIn.m3, which is higher by 0.127 mIn.m3 than the level of the previous year. Water level
in Kairakum reservoir increased by 0.375 mIin.m3 and amounted to 3119 min.m3, which is
higher by 0.039 miIn.m3 than the level of the previous year. Water content of Sarez lake
remained unchanged (1754 sm); as compared to the similar period of the previous year, the water
content increased by 172 sm. Forecast accuracy was 70%.

Review of avalanches and mudflows

April. Avalanches were observed during the whole January. Six mudflows were registered
during the period of 12 days.

On 13 April 2015, mudflows caused death of people, destruction of dwelling-houses and roads,
and flooding of irrigated lands with mud.

On 25 April, heavy and intensive rains resulted in a number of mudflows, which caused
destruction of dwelling-houses and flooding of irrigated lands with mud in Dahana, Hasan and
Husein djamoats of Yavan region, Chorssu djamoat of Vakhdat-city. A heavy mudflow in
Yevonrud valley destroyed the central bridge.

May. Heavy rains on 6 and 7 May resulted in increase of water content in Yevonsu river.
Besides, mudflows were observed on 9 and 10 May on km 7, 8, 9, 12, 14, 17, 21, 22, 26, 30, 39,
43 of Labichar — Tavildara road and Mienandun zone of Tavildara region. On 22-23 May, after
heavy rains, mudflows blocked Tavildara — Labichar motor road.

June. No mudflows and avalanches were forecasted for June; forecast accuracy was 100%.
